NEWLIN, MELVIN EARL

Rank and organization: Private First Class,
U.S. Marine Corps, 2d Battalion, 5th
Marines, 1st Marine Division (Rein), FMF.

Place and date: Quang Nam Province,
Republic of Viethnam, 4 July 1967.

Entered service at: Cleveland, Ohio.
Born: 27 September 1948, Wellsville, Ohio.

Citation: For conspicuous gallantry and
intrepidity at the risk of his life above and
beyond the call of duty while serving as a
machine gunner attached to the 1st Platoon,

Company F, 2d Battalion, on 3 and 4 July
1967. Pfc. Newlin, with 4 other marines, was
manning a key position on the perimeter of
the Nong Son outpost when the enemy
launched a savage and well coordinated
mortar and infantry assault, seriously
wounding him and killing his 4 comrades.
Propping himself against his machinegun, he
poured a deadly accurate stream of fire into
the charging ranks of the Viet Cong. Though
repeatedly hit by small-arms fire, he twice
repelled enemy attempts to overrun his
position. During the third attempt, a grenade
explosion wounded him again and knocked
him to the ground unconscious. The Viet
Cong guerrillas, believing him dead,
bypassed him and continued their assault on
the main force. Meanwhile, Pfc. Newlin
regained consciousness, crawled back to his
weapon, and brought it to bear on the rear of
the enemy, causing havoc and confusion
among them. Spotting the enemy attempting
to bring a captured 106 recoilless weapon to
bear on other marine positions, he shifted his
fire, inflicting heavy casualties on the enemy
and preventing them from firing the captured
weapon. He then shifted his fire back to the
primary enemy force, causing the enemy to
stop their assault on the marine bunkers and
to once again attack his machinegun
position. Valiantly fighting off 2 more enemy
assaults, he firmly held his ground until
mortally wounded. Pfc. Newlin had single-
handedly broken up and disorganized the
entire enemy assault force, causing them to
lose momentum and delaying them long
enough for his fellow marines to organize a
defense and beat off their secondary attack.
His indomitable courage, fortitude, and
unwavering devotion to duty in the face of
almost certain death reflect great credit upon
himself and the Marine Corps and upheld the
highest traditions of the U.S. Naval Service.

VA Proposes Change to Aid
Veterans Exposed to Agent
Orange

Well over 100,000 Veterans exposed to
herbicides while serving in Vietham and
other areas will have an easier path to
gualify for disability pay under a proposed
regulation published by the Department of
Veterans Affairs (VA) that adds three new
ilinesses to the list of health problems found
to be related to Agent Orange and other
herbicide exposures. OThis is an important
step forward for Vietnam Veterans suffering
from these three illnesses,O said Secretary of
Veterans Affairs Eric K. Shinseki. OThese
warriors deserve medical care and
compensation for health problems they have
incurred.O

The regulation follows ShinsekiOs October
2009 decision to add the three illnesses to
the current list of diseases for which service
connection for Vietham Veterans is
presumed. The illnesses are B cell
leukemias, such as hairy cell leukemia;

ParkinsonOs disease; and ischemic heart
disease.

The SecretaryOs decision is based on the
latest evidence of an association with widely
used herbicides such as Agent Orange
during the Vietnam War, as determined in an
independent study by the Institute of
Medicine (IOM).

Even though this is a proposed rule, VA
encourages Vietnam Veterans with these
three diseases to submit their applications
for compensation now so the Agency can
begin development of their claims and so
they can receive benefits from the date of
their applications once the rule becomes
final. Comments on the proposed rule will
be accepted over the next 30 days. The
final regulation will be published after
consideration of all comments received.

OWe must do better reviews of illnesses that
may be connected to service, and we will,0
Shinseki added. OVeterans who endure
health problems deserve timely decisions
based on solid evidence.O

Over 80,000 of the Veterans will have their
past claims reviewed and may be eligible for
retroactive payment, and all who are not
currently eligible for enrollment into the VA
healthcare system will become eligible.
During the Vietham War, the U.S. military
used more than 19 million gallons of
herbicides for defoliation and crop
destruction in the Republic of Vietnam.
Veterans who served in Vietham anytime
during the period beginning January 9,
1962, and ending on May 7, 1975, are
presumed to have been exposed to
herbicides.

Used in Vietnam to defoliate trees and

remove concealment for the enemy, Agent
Orange and other herbicides left a legacy of
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suffering and disability that continues to the
present.

The new rule will bring the number of
llinesses presumed to be associated with
herbicide exposure to 14 and significantly
expand the current leukemia definition to
include a much broader range of leukemias
beyond chronic lymphocytic leukemia
previously recognized by VA.

In practical terms, Veterans who served in
Vietnam during the war and who have a
OpresumedO illness donOt have to prove an
association between their illnesses and their
military service. This OpresumptionO
simplifies and speeds up the application
process for benefits.

Other illnesses previously recognized under

VAOs OpresumptionO rule as being caused by

exposure to herbicides during the Vietnam
War are:

a AL Amyloidosis,

a Acute and Subacute Transient Peripheral
Neuropathy,

a Chloracne or other Acneform Disease
consistent with Chloracne,

a Chronic Lymphocytic Leukemia, (now
being expanded)

a Diabetes Mellitus (Type 2),

& Non-HodgkinOs Lymphoma,

a Porphyria Cutanea Tardag

a Prostate Cancer,

a Respiratory Cancers (Cancer of the lung,
bronchus, larynx, or trachea), and

a Soft Tissue Sarcoma (other than
Osteosarcoma, Chondrosarcoma, KaposiOs
sarcoma, or Mesothelioma).

Decision Makes It Easier for Gulf
War Veterans to Receive
Benefits

Secretary of Veterans Affairs Eric K. Shinseki
today announced the Department of
Veterans Affairs (VA) is taking steps to make
it easier for Veterans to obtain disability
compensation for certain diseases
associated with service in the Persian Gulf
War or Afghanistan. This will be the
beginning of historic change for how VA

considers Gulf War VeteransO illnesses.

Following recommendations made by VAOs
Gulf War Veterans llinesses Task Force, VA
Is publishing a proposed regulation in the
Federal Register that will establish new
presumptions of service connection for nine
specific infectious diseases associated with
military service in Southwest Asia during the
Persian Gulf War, or inAfghanistan on or
after September 19, 2001.

OWe recognize the frustrations that many
Gulf War and Afghanistan Veterans and their
families experience on a daily basis as they
look for answers to health questions, and
seek benefits from VA,O said Secretary
Shinseki.

The proposed rule includes information
about the long-term health effects potentially
associated with the nine diseases:
Brucellosis, Campylobacter jejuni, Coxiella
burnetii (Q fever), malaria, Mycobacterium
tuberculosis, Nontyphoid Salmonella,
Shigella, Visceral leishmaniasis and West
Nile virus.

For non-presumptive conditions, a Veteran is
required to provide medical evidence that
can be used to establish an actual
connection between military service in
Southwest Asia or in Afghanistan, and a
specific disease.
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With the proposed rule, a Veteran will only
have to show service in Southwest Asia or
Afghanistan, and a current diagnosis of one
of the nine diseases. Comments on the
proposed rule will be accepted over the next
60 days. A final regulation will be published
after consideration of all comments received.

The decision was made after reviewing the
2006 report of the National Academy of
Sciences (NAS), titled, OGulf War and Health
Volume 5: Infectious Diseases.O The 2006
report differed from the four prior reports by
looking at the long-term health effects of
certain diseases determined to be pertinent
to Gulf War Veterans.

The 1998 Persian Gulf War Veterans Act
requires the Secretary to review NAS reports
that study scientific information and possible
associations between illnesses and exposure
to toxic agents by Veterans who served in
the Persian Gulf War.

Because the Persian Gulf War has not
officially been declared ended, Veterans
serving in Operation Iraqi Freedom are
eligible for VAOs new presumptions.
Secretary Shinseki decided to include
Afghanistan Veterans in these presumptions
because NAS found that the nine diseases
are prevalent in that country.

Noting that todayOs proposed regulation
reflects a significant determination of a
positive association between service in the
Persian Gulf War and certain diseases,
Secretary Shinseki added, OBy setting up
scientifically-based presumptive service
connection, we give these deserving
Veterans a simple way to get the benefits
they have earned in service to our country.O

Last year, VA received more than one million
claims for disability compensation and
pension. VA provides compensation and
pension benefits to over 3.8 million Veterans

and beneficiaries. Presently, the basic
monthly rate of compensation ranges from
$123 to $2,673 to Veterans without any
dependents.

Disability compensation is a non-taxable,
monthly monetary benefit paid to Veterans
who are disabled as a result of an injury or
iliness that was incurred or aggravated
during active military service.

OThis
committee shapes VAOs efforts to address
the diverse and ever changing needs of
women Veterans.O

The new committee members are Matrice W.
Browne from Olney, Md; Valerie Cortazzo
from Pittsburgh; Karen S. Etzler from
Amazonia, Mo; Lindsay M. Long from
Knoxville, Tenn.; Gundel M. E. Metz from
Madison, Wis.; and Kayla Williams from
Ashburn, Va.
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Established in 1983, the advisory committee
makes recommendations to the Secretary
for administrative and legislative changes.
The committee members are appointed to
one-, two-, or three-year terms.

Women Veterans are one of the fastest
growing segments of the Veterans
population. There are 23 million Veterans;
approximately 1.8 million are women
Veterans. They comprise nearly 8 percent
of the total Veterans population and nearly 5
percent of all Veterans who use VA health
care services. VA estimates that by 2020
women Veterans will comprise 10 percent of
the Veteran population.

VA has women Veterans program managers
at VA medical centers and women Veterans
coordinators at VA regional offices to assist
women Veterans with health and benefits
Issues.

'Sand-box sailors' saluted

Petty Officer 1st Class David Hutto worked
on computer systems in southern
Afghanistan and found himself in the middle
of a mortar and rocket attack on a 20-person
U.S. outpost.

As a trauma nurse at a hospital in
Afghanistan, Lt. Rodolfo San Juan saw
firsthand the wounds suffered by fellow
service members in combat and the physical
exhaustion from being in the field.

Master-At-Arms 1st Class David Taylor,
meanwhile, was part of the personal security
detail for Army Gen. Stanley McChrystal, the
commander of U.S. and NATO troops in
Afghanistan.

The three Navy personnel, all based in
Hawali'i, are part of a ground-based
contribution to the war effort by the sea-going
service that goes largely unnoticed.

All were "Individual Augmentees," or IAs,
sailors who deploy mostly singly to fill Army
and Marine Corps shortages in Iraq,
Afghanistan and elsewhere.
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The Navy has 11,000 "boots on the ground"
individual augmentees, or "sandbox sailors."
About 400 Hawai'i sailors are currently
serving in IA positions.

Yesterday, the Honolulu Council Navy
League and Navy leaders gave that effort
some recognition.

About 145 Navy and Marine Corps IAs who
served overseas were thanked, along with
their spouses, by U.S. Pacific Fleet
commander Adm. Patrick M. Walsh and the
Navy League at the Ala Moana Hotel.

About 370 people attended the event.

Walsh said he was pleased to be at the
recognition "because we're in the presence
of some very dedicated sailors and their
families."

The IAs train, deploy, and serve in combat
zones without the camaraderie and unit
cohesion that usually comes from deploying
on a ship, squadron or as part of some other
Navy unit, Walsh said.

Because they deploy as individuals and not
as a unit, the IA's don't get the attention
garnered by a large unit returning from watr.

"The 1As go away alone, they come back
often alone, and they just disappear back
into their commands," said Don Morrison,
immediate past president of the Honolulu
Council Navy League.

Last year, the Navy League had its first IA
recognition. Yesterday, the I1As were
individually called up on stage and received
a command coin from Walsh.

The recognized sailors and Marines came
from surface ships and submarines, and
shore and aircraft commands. Some Hawai'i-
based IAs have been wounded in combat.

At least one has been killed. Lt. j.g. Francis
L. Toner 1V, who was with Naval Facilities

Engineering Command Hawai'i, died March
27, 2009, when an Afghan National Army
soldier opened fire on U.S. personnel at
Camp Shaheen in Afghanistan.

Taylor, 35, from Springfield, Ill., was in the
country from late 2008 to July of 2009,
providing security first for Gen. David
McKiernan, and then McChrystal, who took
over as the top U.S. commander in
Afghanistan.

"It was probably one of the most rewarding
deployments I've ever been on," Taylor said.

Hutto, 32, was in the country from 2007 to
2008. He was a network systems technician,
but volunteered on missions as a driver and
gunner and experienced more than a dozen
rockets and mortars exploding around him at
one small outpost.

Hutto said he learned on the deployment
how he'd react to combat.

"You know how you say, 'l would do this and
| would do that in that situation?' " he said.
"You simply cannot know how you are going
to react (to combat) unless that situation
comes upon you."
